Your child MUST know the long and short vowel sounds. Also, please be sure your child knows the basic addition and subtraction facts.  Flashcards are a fun way to learn the basic facts!  It is also important to know the numbers from 1-100, count by 2’s, 3's, 4's, 5’s, and 10’s and know odd and even numbers.  Practice these on a daily basis. Your child MUST know his/her address, phone number, how to write all of the letters and numbers and how to tie his/her shoes before the first day of school.
