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Seder meal is a celebration meal of the Jewish holiday, Passover. 

Passover, was when the Isralites were freed from slavery from Egypt, by 
Moses (this story is in the book of Exodus). The holiday Passover is usually 
celebrated in april. 
Fun-Fact: Passover is also called Pesach in Hebrew.  

The Big celebration of Passover is called the Seder meal. It is 
commonly celebrated by jews because they were freed from slaverey in 
Egypt, it was a big accomplishment.

During the Seder meal, there is the big plate, called the Seder Plate. It is a special plate that has foods 
that each have a meaning associated with them. There are six different foods on the plate. First there are the 
(Maror)  herbs, and they represent bitterness and harshness . Next, there is the (Charwet) romaine lettuce which 
is the bitterness of the roman invasion. After that, there is the (Charoset) paste of nuts and fruits. It represents 
the mortar (which is a stone bowl used to mash clay to make houses)  used by slaves to build the warehouses in 
egypt. Then, “A vegetable other than bitter herbs, usually parsley but sometimes something such as celery or 
cooked potato, which is dipped into salt water.”says wikipedia. Which is also called Karpas. It represents hope 
and renewal. Next, there is a roasted lamp or bone of a goat. Which represents “the korban Pesach (Pesach 
sacrifice), which was a lamb offered in the Temple in Jerusalem and was then roasted and eaten as part of the 
meal on Seder night.” says wikipedia. And last but not least, there is the egg. Usually a hard boiled egg which 
symbolizes the “korban chagigah (festival sacrifice) that was offered in the Temple in Jerusalem and was then 
eaten as part of the meal on Seder night.”
